Staffordshire Bull Terrier
Puppy Bitch
1st Welch’s Elthor Eva The Diva.  CC & BOB. A smart youngster who presents a most typical outline.  Neat, well carried ears, good eye.  Still needs to develop in skull and cheek.  Good body, well sprung ribs and typical tailset and carriage.  Sound and free on the move. 


Cavalier King Charles Spaniel
Minor Puppy Dog
1st Seale’s Bluemagic Sgt. Hans Schultz. BOB. Good head proportions, very gentle expression and well set ears.  Nicely padded muzzle.  Well balanced with a good topline and decent ribbing.  Very typical temperament but just needs a little more ring practice.
2nd Seale’s Col. W Klink. Ruby litter brother and at 7 months although still very much a baby they are both developing nicely.  Fairly flat skull, lovely expressive eye, good neck and shoulders.  Decent body for age.  He was very happy to be admired on the table just needs a little more practice on the grass!


Retriever (Labrador)
Minor Puppy Dog
1st Leacock’s Zinzara Hot Jalapeño Pepper. Best Puppy and Res. CC. Very typical and well balanced.  Masculine with a kind, biddable expression.  Some breadth and depth of chest, decent ribs and body for age and this just gave him the advantage.  Good double coat.  Moved with some drive from the rear, still a little untidy in front but this will come with maturity. 
2nd Maxwell’s Zinzara Hot Ghost Pepper. Litter brother to the winner and has many of his attributes.  Attractive head and expression, good bone and pleasing, compact well padded feet.  Very promising.

Open Dog
1st Leacock’s Sh.Ch. Linthwaite King Arthur of Theberton.  CC, BOB & BIS.  He put on a sterling performance today.  Most impressive for type and balance.  Masculine yet kind, gentle expression.  Strong, well ribbed body with good depth of brisket and spring of rib.  Good quarters with good turn of stifle.  Good coat and thick tail.  Moved out soundly with a free, fluid action.  A top class exhibit.

Minor Puppy Bitch
1st Bernstein’s Zinzara Hot Bell Pepper.  Res. CC.  A free moving, very typical youngster.  Good breadth of skull, intelligent eye, pleasing muzzle. Good breadth and depth of chest. Sound and free moving with a double coat.

Puppy Bitch
1st Gray-Marshall’s Zinzara Hot Chilli Pepper. Really appealed for type and overall balance.  Most attractive head and expression, strong neck with good shoulders and some breadth and depth of chest.  Well ribbed. Excellent coat.  Typical tail.  Very good hind action. With ordinary luck should easily finish at the top.

Open Bitch
1st Gray-Marshall’s Sh.Ch. Zinzara Darcy’s Delight (A.I.) CD. CC.  Has lot of quality and is so typical.  Short coupled and well ribbed with some breadth over the loins.  Very pleasing head and gentle expression.  Good bone and feet.  Fairly hard double coat and typical tail.  Sound out and back and free moving in profile.  Best Locally Bred in Show.


Retriever (Flat Coated)
Open Dog
1st Greenidge’s Sh.Ch. Blacfriar Monopoly in Paradise. CC. A really nice example of this breed.  Typical confident temperament, good head with well placed, dark eyes.  Good open nostrils.  Good neck and shoulders with decent fore chest and a well ribbed body.  Moderate angulation and quite short from hock to heel.  True and easy on the move.  Shown in a full glossy, gleaming coat.

Rhodesian Ridgeback
Open Bitch
1st Hamilton-Outcalt’s Ch. Crownridge Bubble Candy (A.I.) CD.  CC
2nd Hamilton-Outcalt’s Ch. Crownridge Bubblicious (A.I.)CD.  RCC. Two good quality litter sisters.  They both move out well with an easy, unexaggerated stride.  Hard to separate them in all honesty but I felt that Candy just had a little more depth of brisket and was slightly stronger over the loin.  Both have attractive, typical heads.  Decent bone and good crowns and ridge.   


French Bulldog
Open Dog
1st Jordan’s Ch. Jafrak Nut Brittle.  CC & BOB.  Reserve BIS. Has lots of quality and class.  Good skull with nicely set, rounded ears.  Dark, intelligent eye, definite stop and nicely cushioned muzzle and open nostrils.  Solid, cobby and sturdy with a very gentle roach and good cut up.  Very sound on the move and he coped well with the heat with absolutely no excessive panting. Shown in first class condition.
Novice Bitch
1st Griffith’s Zeta De Aronui at Spartan. Reserve CC. Quite a character with a delightful temperament.  Good skull and ears.  Nice finish to muzzle with good lip line.  Typical pear shaped body but maybe just a little too flat in topline.  Moved out well with a free, fluid action.

Open Bitch
1st Jordan’s Ch. Jafrak Wowing The Crowds. CC and Utility Group 2.  Attractive feminine head with expressive eyes, good nostrils and nicely padded lips.  Strong arched neck, good breadth and depth of chest.  Nice cut up.  Strong, moderately angulated hindquarters.  Impressed on the move.


Tibetan Terrier
Open Bitch
1st Ashby’s Calliope Sea Breezes Lover.  CC & BOB.  Present a most pleasing, square outline, good head proportions, decent eye with well pigmented rims. Nicely arched neck, good forehand with typical feet.  Very pleasing for both size and balance.  Not the most profuse coat but what she has is a good texture.  Moved out well with an easy fluid action.


Standard Poodle
Limit Bitch
1st D’Andrade’s Princess Elsa. C.C. & BOB. A soundly made bitch.  Long refined head with dark, well shaped eyes.  Nicely arched neck and  good shoulders. Some depth and breadth of chest with good ribbing and short, strong loin.  Moved soundly with a light, easy action.  Harsh jacket.


Bouvier Des Flandres
Junior Bitch
1st Ashby’s Calliope Connie.  CC & BOB. Strongly made and present a most pleasing outline as she is compact and well boned.  Good flat skull, large well developed muzzle and good dentition.  Strong neck and good shoulders.  Good body with some breadth over the loins and croup.  Well muscled moderate hindquarters.  Dense, harsh coat.  Moved out with an easy driving action.  Unlucky to meet the Labrador in the challenge for Best Locally Bred in Show.

Bullmastiff
Limit Dog
1st Bascombe’s Ardhub How U’Like Me Now to Nexgen. CC & BOB. Gave an immediate impression of strength and masculinity.  Good sized, squarish skull, good breadth of underjaw, large nose pad. Good forehand with strong, well boned, straight legs. Short, strong back.  Moved well with some power.
Baby Puppy Bitch
1st Greenidge’s Fortesque Roxann. Best Baby Puppy. A compact, very self assured youngster.  Good muzzle with some breadth of underjaw.  Dark, intelligent eye.  Nicely balanced and despite her youth she moved out well.  Very promising.
Puppy Bitch
1st Bascombe’s Cani Felici Bulls Shilla for Nexgen. Reserve CC & Best Puppy. Good head properties, defined stop, dark eyes and lovely black mask. Good neck which is nicely arched, well laid shoulders, and strong well ribbed body.  Shown in excellent condition and moved with some power and drive from the rear.
Junior Bitch
1st Lowe’s Vanity Girl Imalia Monbarallbull at Cottage. CC.  A good quality bitch with an impressive head and presented a very good outline when standing.  Nicely finished muzzle.  Decent bone and good feet.  Nicely balanced and her profile action in particular was quite impressive.  Not quite as firm in topline as the dog CC winner.


Rottweiler
Minor Puppy Dog
1st Holder’s Monifa I’ll Have Nothing. A strongly made, masculine, free moving youngster.  Good skull and ears, well pigmented flews. Good dentition.  Strong, straight, well boned legs.  Nicely balanced.  Excellent topline.
Puppy Dog
1st Holder’s Monifa Village Destroyer.  Best Puppy Dog. Litter brother to l”ll Have Nothing.  Like him he is well made and masculine with some power and substance.  Impressive head qualities.  Good depth and breadth of chest, decent spring of rib.  Level topline which he maintained on the move.
2nd Juman’s Elica’s Apollo. Not quite the finish of the winner and looks a little more rangy.  Well defined stop, dark eyes.  Good topline and well set tail.  A good moving dog with an excellent temperament.

Junior Dog
1st Welch’s Elthor Dark Irke. A handsome, well proportioned youngster.  Good forehand with strong bone, well laid shoulders and firm topline. Good breadth and depth of chest.
2nd Banfield’s Crixix Invicta. Not quite as appealing in head and expression, decent forehand with well laid shoulders, decent spring of rib but could be firmer in topline.  Well angulated and his thrusting hind action is particularly impressive.

Limit Dog
1st Welch’s Elthor Dark Gordon. Reserve CC. Very typical head and expression, well pigmented.  Good forehand with pleasing depth and breadth of chest.  Strong well ribbed body with excellent topline and tailset.  Very free moving profile action.

Open Dog
1st Welch’s Balto Von Muntz.  CC & BOB.  A handsome, strong imposing dog.  Good breadth of skull, fairly deep muzzle and good eyes. Good dentition.  Excellent forehand with good quality bone and decent feet.  Good breadth and depth of chest.  Some breadth over the loins.  A true and easy mover with some drive from the rear.
2nd Allsopp’s Kamaro Vom Zecwald.  Handsome and typey, well balanced with a pleasing head and expression.  Strong, well ribbed body with firm level topline and well set tail.  Moved soundly but not the drive of the winner.

Minor Puppy Bitch
1st Welch’s Elthor Dark Maris.  Appealed for both type and balance.  Dark eye, good breadth of skull and pleasing dentition.  She looked a shade apprehensive but she was easy to handle and moved out well once she settled.  Good topline and well set tail.
2nd Bryan’s Monifa Diamond Dancer.  Good skull and eye, ears a little houndy which do detract from the expression.  Good body, excellent temperament and very good on the move.

Puppy Bitch
1st Holder’s Monifa Village Dream. Best Puppy & Best L/B Puppy in Show.  Lovely type and balance, pleasing expression, good depth and breadth of chest, good ribbing with firm topline and strong well angulated quarters.  Once she settled moved out with some drive and power.
2nd Greene’s Frankstar Elsa. Not quite the bone or substance of the winner.  Pleasing expression with neat ears and dark eyes.  Well laid shoulders.  Firm topline and impressed on the move.

Limit Bitch
1st Howell’s Kemrorocks Khaleesi Vom Viscardi. Reserve CC. Gleaming glossy, black and rich tan coat.  Good depth of chest. Well boned with good legs and feet. Very typical head and expression, well ribbed and is maybe a shade matronly in outline. Moved well.
2nd Welch’s Elthor Dark Cass. Couldn’t quite match the head properties of the winner.  Strong muscular neck, well laid shoulders.  Good body with decent ribbing.  Well angulated muscular hindquarters.

Open Bitch
1. Welch’s Bentley Von Muntz. CC. Has a real air of quality, attractive head with fairly neat ears, good muzzle and large nose pad. Very good dentition.  Beautifully balanced with some depth and breadth of chest.  Well ribbed with strong loin.  A powerful, free moving bitch.


German Shepherd Dog
Puppy Bitch
1st Kaufman’s Beauchamp Mia Belladonna. Best Puppy and Reserve CC. This black youngster has much to commend her, workmanlike (that is a compliment) and unexaggerated.  Good forehand with strong, slightly sloping pasterns.  Good body proportions.  Firm strong hocks and good quarters. Once she relaxed, she moved out well. Shown in good coat and condition.

Open Bitch
1st Bannister’s Ch. Skye Bella. CC & BOB. Shapely with a calm, steady temperament. Good head with a keen, alert expression.  Another with good proportions and very unexaggerated.  Initially she paced on the move but once she got into her stride she had an easy harmonious action and kept her topline at all times.

Boxer
Open Dog
1st Wilson’s Ch. Sundial’s Thunder Bolt at Kaibo CD. CC & BOB.  A classy r/w.  Grand masculine head with breadth and depth of muzzle, good lip line.  High stationed with a nicely arched neck and good depth of chest.  Short, strong back.  Well angulated.  Moved soundly.

Open Bitch
1st Leach’s Ch. Sundial’s Aurora Sunrise at Worthington.CC.  Litter sister to the BOB winner and very similar.  Presents a pleasing outline with her good body proportions and well angulated quarters.  Well balanced head with wide nostrils and nice seep to underjaw.


AV Brood Bitch
1st Gray-Marshall’s Sh.CH. Zinzara Darcy’s Delight. CD. A smashing family group and all very typical and with an air of quality.  All in good coat and in the sunshine with their incessant tail action they made a lovely picture.  A great credit to their breeder/owners.
